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What has having a Green MEP meant for your environment?





London’s ecological footprint is larger than some EU countries.  As a Green, I work to develop alternatives which are better for the environment and health in policies including energy, waste, planning, transport and the economy.

Recent Success Stories

· SUSTAINABLE CITIES: I ran a series of seminars in London linked to the EU-led Sustainable Cities initiative to discuss four different policy areas crucial to the creation of a sustainable London, energy, waste, planning and transport.

· POLLUTER PAYS: This year, thanks to the Green/EFA Group, the EU has passed an Environmental Liability Directive enforcing the “polluter pays” principle across Europe.  Good news for the environment and the taxpayer!

· ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT: The Commission is taking the UK Government to the Court of Justice over the White City and Crystal Palace developments, both on the grounds of inadequate consultation with local people.  This decision is due, in part, to my sponsoring the Crystal Palace petition through the Parliament’s Petition Committee.

· PARTICIPATION: I wrote the Employment’s Committee’s opinion on the environment and sustainable development and gave the Petition Committee’s opinion to the European Commission on how the Aarhus Convention must enable communities to participate in all environmental matters.

· REFUGEES & ENVIRONMENT: I published a report on the need for the international community to take responsibility for the environmental push factors for refugees – desertification, flooding, polluted water, forest fires.

· ENERGY: I contributed to the Mayor’s London Energy Strategy by bringing specialists from the Parliament, Berlin’s Senate and Denmark’s City Authority to share their knowledge with a conference at City Hall.  I also launched the Green Party’s alternative to the Government’s energy white paper which contains positive proposals for local government action.

· GREEN SPACES: I am campaigning in London for the preservation of the green belt – to stop bad planning and unsustainable housing.  I have called on the Secretary of State to compulsorily purchase Maylands Field, an area in Havering, and restore it to its natural state.

· THAMES GATEWAY: I am a member of the environmental steering group for the Thames Gateway London Partnership calling for a Green Grid for London with land protected for recreation and walking into work.
