To whom it may concern:

It has recently come to my attention that David Chell, a British citizen, has been sentenced to the death penalty in Malaysia.

I am deeply concerned that Mr Chell may not have received a fair trial. The prosecution's case contains numerous alleged inconsistencies and lacks any clear evidence against him, despite which the judge ruled that the prosecution had submitted a prima facie case. Mr Chell may be therefore be executed upon evidence which does not prove his guilt beyond reasonable doubt.

It is crucial that every person has access to a fair, unbiased trial. I urge you to ensure that all the evidence is carefully reviewed by an impartial body, so that this does not turn out to be a case of an innocent person being falsely convicted for a crime he did not commit.
