At the Green Party Conference last weekend, London's Green MEP, Jean Lambert spoke of her deep sadness at the thousands of  deaths caused by the terrorist action in the United States last week but also urged restraint by the American Government.

" Severe, ongoing military action against countries such as Afghanistan can only lead to more civilian deaths and probably even more terrorism," said Mrs. Lambert. "If we truly believe in the values of freedom, democracy and the rule of law, we cannot justify indiscriminate slaughter to bring the guilty to arbitrary justice."

The increase in attacks on Muslims and their schools, mosques and businesses was condemned by Mrs. Lambert, a Vice-President of Waltham Forest Race Equality Council.

"I can understand people's anger and deep sense of  sorrow at this appalling loss of life, but we know that the overwhelming majority of Muslims feel the same way. Such slaughter of innocent life runs counter to the teachings of every religion, including Islam. Our energies should be directed at bringing those responsible to justice and making the world a safer and more peaceful place to live."
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
