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Let us be very clear: any criticism of the USA does not mean we have forgotten the need of our own countries to meet and indeed exceed the Kyoto targets.

However, the USA is the leading producer of green house gases and has the world's richest economy. We are told that the likely demand for increased energy in the USA over the next 20 years will be an 80-90% increase, which will be at least a 30% increase if energy efficiency measures are put in place.

George W. - we have a problem.

It is wrong to insist on the inclusion of developing countries now. At this point, they do not have a collective responsibility with the industrialised world for climate change. If Bangladesh, the Maldives and other countries go under water because the USA will not cut its emissions, then I hope the USA is ready for a huge influx of migrants that they will have helped to create.

I suppose we could at least see an end to California's energy problems if it floods.

So why are we targeting Exxon for Government inaction?

Because they are also inactive in combating climate change. They have failed to invest in renewable energy, assuming that they can simply buy up the research and development of other companies. They refuse to acknowledge that there is a problem of climate change and funded the candidate they felt shared that arrogant view.

People want to show their anger and concern. They will use their individual consumer power to attack irresponsible companies where it hurts - in the profit margin. The Greens support this action.
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
